On July 4th, 1863 the army of General Robert
E. Lee was in motion away from the hamlet of
Gettysburg after three days of battle with the army of
General George Meade. It had been the greatest and
bloodiest battle that would ever occur on American
soil.

Three of my great great grandfathers who
fought under General Lee were in the rainy departure.

William Cicero Foard,
Charge, was one. He travelled with the rebel army.
He lived to be 84 and died in 1914. His son, my great
grandfather Samuel Lee Foard, was conceived in
1864.

Solomon Plummer, severely wounded in the
side, was taken prisoner by Union forces and
transported to DeCamp General Hospital, David's
Island, New York Harbor, the first of many hospitals he
was in until being paroled April 26, 1865 when the war
ended. Solomon lived to be 102 and died in 1925.
His great granddaughter saw him in his casket when
she was 3. |talked to her a couple months ago.
Solomon's son, George Washington Plummer, my
great grandfather, was conceived in 1859, before the
Civil War even began.

Paul Yost, severely wounded in the foot on
July 1, departed with the rebel army, spent many
months in Confederate military hospitals and returned
to active duty in September of 1864, only to be
captured by Union forces in April of 1865 and held
until the war was over. He returned to N.C. and died
in 1879. | remember his daughter, my great

grandmother Lundy, who liked to kiss me when |
was 3. She was conceived in November of 1863.

These relatives experienced a 4th of July
in 1863 like no other in our nation's history up to
that point.
