He simply an-
swered: "I would give the car keys to 
my old friend and let him take the lady 
to the hospital. I would then stay be-
hind and wait for the bus with the part-
ner of my dreams." Sometimes, we 
gain more if we are able to give up our 
stubborn thought limitations. Never for-
get to "Think Outside of the Box."
